2. Monitor Assignments

___ Do you know what your child’s homework assignments are? How long they
should take? How the teacher wants you to be involved in them?

___ Do you see that your child starts and completes assignments?

__ Do you read the teacher’s comments on assignments that are returned?

__ Is TV watching, video games or other playing/entertainment cutting into your

child’s homework time?
3. Provide Guidance

___ Do you help your child to get organized?

___ Do you encourage your child to develop good study habits (for example,
scheduling enough time for big assignments)?

__ Do you talk with your child about homework assignments? Does he/she

understand them?



4. Talk with Teachers to Resolve Problems

___ Do you meet with the teacher early in the year before any problems arise?

___Ifaproblem comes up, do you meet with the teacher?

__ Do you cooperate with the teacher to work out a plan and a schedule to solve
homework problems?

___ Do you follow up with the teacher and with your child to make sure the plan is

working?
